What does my rider need to wear?

By their 4th lesson all riders must be in compliance with the following GES riding attire guidelines:

Helmets: Riders must purchase their own ASTM/SEI approved riding helmet

Boots: Riders who participate in consistent lessons must purchase paddock boots.  All boots must be leather, no rubber.

Long Pants with either leather paddock boots and half-chaps or Breeches with tall boots.  Riders under 12 may wear breeches and paddock boots w/o chaps.

Shirts/tops must be neatly fitted and tucked.  No spaghetti strap tank tops or low cut shirts in lessons.

Coats, jackets and hoodies must fit well and not be baggy or interfere with riding.

Hair must be secured with a hair tie at the base of the riders neck so it doesn’t interfere with the security of their helmet.  

Gloves made for riding are strongly recommended!
NO Loose clothing, excessive/dangling jewelry, shorts, skirts, capris or gum chewing.

NO CELL PHONES, PDA’s, BLACKBERRY’S, iPods, MP3 or the like.  These must be left in the tack room or in your grooming bucket, jacket, car or elsewhere.  No one under 19 may ride with a cell phone on them.  Those 19 and older must place the phone on vibrate.  

These policies apply to all riders, year round.  If attire policies are not met riders don’t ride.
