Showing and Training Fee’s– Effective March 2011
Partial Care-

Partial care is for those who have the time and skills to tend to their horse themselves and assist with their horses care.  This means participating in everything from loading and wrapping on schooling day to retuning to the barn with the trailer on Sunday evenings to help unload and unpack.  Your copy of the horse showing contract goes into greater detail about partial care.
Training Fee-



$40 per day ($50/day if less then 3 riders)

Training Ride-



$30 per horse/per time

Showing in a class (by trainer)
$20 + entry fee

In addition to the items above, if you have chosen partial care but have a conflict from time to time where you will need additional help from the GES staff the following rates apply.

Full Care-

Full care is for those who have greater restrictions on time or ability.  This is for riders who are not able to consistently participate in packing, loading and wrapping for schooling day to unloading and unpacking on Sundays upon return to the barn.  Your copy of the horse showing contract goes into greater detail about full care. If more then 1 horse is on full care at a show then a groom will be required and the gas/food/lodging for the groom will be split amongst all full care clients at that show.

Training Ride-

Day Fee



$100 per day 

This includes Wrapping/Unwrapping, Tack Cleaning, Bathing, Feeding and/or watering, Packing/Unpacking, Loading/Unloading, Setup, Grooming, Lunging, Unbraiding.

Braiding: GES only requires braiding at LEHS finals & “A” rated shows at which time the Trainer and only the trainer will schedule braiders.  Riders will be responsible for paying the braider upon completion of the horse being braided (usually $25 to $40 per mane, tail is additional).  Riders wishing to braid at regular LEHS shows may do so if time allows and they can find someone to do it.  Riders wishing to braid their own horse may do so at shows only with a trainers permission in advance.

Shipping: This is spit between all riders & is generally between $100 & $300 per horse.

Trainer Gas/Food/Lodging: Trainers hotel, gas and food expenses are split among all riders (not including GES staff).  This is billed separate on your invoice and isn’t included in your training fee or any other fee above.

Pre Show Prep.: The week before a show each horses mane must be pulled so it is 4 to 6 inches long.  Each horse must have it’s ears, muzzle, fetlocks, cornet band and bridle path clipped, if you don’t know how a trainer or other show rider may help you.  If these things are not done by the morning BEFORE shipping day they will be done for you and you will be charged $25.  If you attempt to do these things and can’t for any reason you must notify your trainer immediately.  Horses who are difficult about any of this will be sedated to do so and your account with the vet clinic will note the charge for the meds.

Tack must be cleaned & oiled before it is packed for showing and your saddle pads must be clean.  Wraps (leg & tail) /quilts and leather halter/lead must be at the barn by the EVENING BEFORE schooling day.

Any pre show prep. not done by the needed time will be done by GES staff and the rider will be charged.
Hay & Shavings will be billed accordingly on your Horse Show PayPal invoice Monday following the show.

Training Rides

Regular training ride includes through grooming and training ride. $40  (Training packages available.) 

Lounging session includes grooming before and after. $25

Horse Buying & Leasing –Commission

12%, which covers all basic expenses; including my presence at vet check , neg. price., searching and trying out.  Includes travel up to a 50-mile radius of Ann Arbor.  $200 retainer required to cover 6 months, non-refundable but applied to final commission.  Outside of this the following applies.

$35 per each additional 50 miles of travel.  Client is also responsible for cost of trainers hotel room & food.

Horse Buying & Leasing –Consultation 

Flat rate consultation fee
 
$60 for the first 2 hours (2 hour min.) 

$35 per hour there after up to 8 hours

Within 30 mile radius of South Lyon.

Retainer Fee
$30 Required to hold an appointment spot. (non-refundable)
This is applied to final cost if appointment is kept.

Outside of the radius listed above expenses (gas, food, flight, lodging) apply.
